Eligibility Requirements:
Located in Hamilton
Open to international graduates from post-secondary institutions in Hamilton
Must hold a valid Post-Graduate Work Permit (PGWP)
Must demonstrate interest in building a career in the Hamilton job market
Must be available to fulfill all program requirements (~10 hours commitment)
